We were
also able to add much-needed staff members, thanks in part to grant funds.

« Over 8,000 people registered for expungement last year. The team at PCS
worked hard to increase capacity and meet the high demand, filing 3,822
expungement applications - over 1,500 more expungement applications than
the prior year.
