ADMINISTRATIVE SUMMARY

The proposed project includes the addition of bike facilities on E. Milwaukee Ave., between Hastings Stand E.
Grand Bivd; the removal of bike lanes on E. Grand Bivd. between the intersection of Hastings St. and E.
Grand Bivd., and the intersection of Hamtramck Dr. and E. Grand Blvd; and a shared-use path, known as the
Joe Louis Greenway, on Hamtramek Dr. and E. Grand Blvd_, from the City of Hamtramck border and the Saint

Aubin St. interssction.

The total budgeted amount for the addition of bike facilities on Hastings St. and E. Milwaukee Ave., along with
the removal of bike lanes on E Grand Blvd. is $101,000.

The total budgeted amount for the shared-use path on Hamiramck Or. and E. Grand Bivd. is $4,600,000.
